DAY & TIME INFORMATION
· Classes are held from 2:20 – 3:20 pm on either Wednesday or Thursday. At 2:15 pm--the end of the school day—homeroom teachers escort ASE students to the Multi Purpose Room (MPR) to meet their instructors.

· At 3:20 pm ASE ends, and instructors escort ASE students to their designated dismissal location: car rider, walker, HOST or Rec Center. Car riders will be picked up via car line outside the MPR. An instructor will escort your child to the car.
                   REGISTRATION is Monday January 30 – Wednesday February 1
· Class information, descriptions and registration information are all detailed in this flyer. The registration form is attached.
· Please bring registration forms to the front office or to your child’s homeroom teacher. Forms accepted at school only.
· CLASSES WILL BE FILLED ON A FIRST-RECEIVED BASIS—BY LOTTERY. Forms will be collected from the front office and classrooms at 8:30 each day of registration. Classes will then be filled by lottery at the end of the collection time each day.
· Every effort will be made to place your child in their first choice. If your child’s first choice has been filled, they will be placed in their next available choice; if no additional choices are made, your registration form will be returned to you through your child’s teacher. Confirmation of enrollment will be sent VIA EMAIL during the week of February 6. If you don’t receive an email by February 10, please contact one of us. 
· Classes run February 15 through April 19, 2012 for 9 sessions. There are no classes during the week of Spring Break.
· Classes with snacks and/or cooking are not recommended for children with food allergies or special dietary requirements.

ASE DRAMA CLUB (Grades 2-5, Wed): Come sing and act with our ASE DRAMA CLUB!! This is sure to be an exciting play entitled The Granny Awards that we will perform on stage in front of a live audience. There will be singing, speaking and acting parts!! Your drama coaches will be 2nd grade teachers Mrs. Luther and Mrs. Wilson.

BEGINNING SPANISH (Grades 3-5, Wed): Hola! Bienvenidos! Are you interested in learning beginning Spanish? Come experience an interactive and exciting way of learning the language with Senora K. Garcia, Westchase Teacher. 
CHESS (Grades 1-5, Wed): Who is stronger: the Queen or the King? Do Knights jump over things in their way? Come find out how to do battle on a chess board, or improve your game if you already play. Full instruction for players at all levels in this classic sport. Chess sets will be provided during class. This fun and energetic class is taught by Chess Master Michael Young.
